PROVISIONS IN THE WILL

KEY WORDS 

In the questions that follow certain words are used that may be unfamiliar to you. These are explained below. 

“Beneficiary”: This is a person or organisation named in your will to receive a legacy.

“Executors”: These are people who you appoint to administer your affairs after you die and who see to it that your wishes contained in your will are carried out.

“Estate”: This is everything you own when you die. This includes money, stocks and shares, life insurance policies, your home (if you own it) and its contents and valuables and items of sentimental value. 

“Guardians”: These are people who look after children until they are 18 years of age. If appointed they are legal guardians of the children and will be responsible for their upbringing. 

“Legacy”: This is a gift of a fixed sum of money or a particular item of property such as an ornament or jewellery given by the will. 

“Residuary beneficiary”: This is a person or organisation named in your will to receive some or all of what is left in the residuary estate. 

“Residuary estate”: This consists of what is left of your estate after all your debts, funeral expenses and taxes have been paid and the legacies have been distributed. 
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
